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Resolution of the Board of the Czech Bar Association

of 11 September 2008,
amending Resolution of the Board of the Czech Bar Association No. 7/2004 of the Journal on safekeeping of money, securities and other client’s property by a lawyer


Pursuant to § 44(4)(b) and § 56a(4) of Act No. 85/1996 Coll., on the legal profession, as amended (“the Act”), the Board of the Czech Bar Association has adopted the following resolution:

Art. I

Amendment to Resolution No. 7/2004 of the Journal


Resolution of the Board of the Czech Bar Association No. 7/2004 of the Journal on safekeeping of money, securities and other client’s property by a lawyer shall be amended as follows:
1.
In Art. 1(3) the word “attorney-at-law2)” shall be substituted for the word “attorney-at-law” and the footnote shall be canceled.

2.
In Art 1, the paragraph (4), including the footnote No. 2, shall read:



“(4) While identifying the person in accordance to paragraph (3), and while fulfilling other duties as an obliged person under § 2(1)(g) of Act No. 253/2008 Coll., on some measures preventing the legalization of proceeds from crime and the financing of terrorism, the lawyer proceeds according to a special professional regulation2).

2) Resolution of the Board of the Czech Bar Association No. 2/2008 of the Journal on details relating to duties of lawyers and the procedure of the Supervisory Council of the Czech Bar Association in relation to the act on some measures preventing the legalization of proceeds from crime and the financing of terrorism.”.

3.
Article 4, including the footnote No. 4, shall read:

“Art. 4

Common Provision


In accordance with a special professional regulation4), the lawyer maintains records on the handling of client’s means, securities and other property with regards to their safekeeping. At request, the lawyer shall produce these records to the client. The mentioned records shall contain information on all operations with client’s means, provided that the means of the client shall be clearly separated from other means kept on accounts of the lawyer.

The footnote No. 5 shall be canceled.
