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Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association

of 21 October 2008,

amending Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association No. 6/2006 of the Journal establishing the procedure for the designation of the Czech Bar Association’s representative at searches and inspections


Pursuant to § 44(4)(b) of Act No. 85/1996 Coll., on the legal profession, as amended (“the Act”), the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association has adopted the following resolution:
Art. I


Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association No. 6/2006 of the Journal establishing the procedure for the designation of the Czech Bar Association’s representative at searches and inspections shall be amended as follows:

1.
In the heading of Art. 7, the word “provision” shall be substituted for “provisions”.

2.
In Art. 7, the existing text shall become paragraph (1) and a new paragraph (2) shall be added, which reads:

“(2) Should the Bar Association’s representative in accordance with Art. 2(2) be designated a lawyer, she/he shall be reimbursed for loss of time in the amount of CZK 500.00 for an every, as well as commenced, hour of an activity under this Resolution, and shall be provided with reimbursement of expenses effectively spent in relation with such an activity.”. 

Art. II

Transitory provision


The lawyer shall be entitled to the reimbursement for loss of time and the reimbursement of expenses pursuant to Art. 7(2) of Resolution No. 6/2006 of the Journal, as amended by this Resolution, also, if the search or inspection, in respect of whose execution the lawyer has been designated by the Bar Association, has not ended by the time of this Resolution becoming effective.

Art. III

Effect


This resolution shall be effective as of the 30th day after its publication in the Journal of the Czech Bar Association.
