Instructions concerning the filling of respective columns of the ledger of declarations of signature authentication:
Column 1:
The serial number is ready-printed in the ledger of declarations of signature authentication.

Column 2:
Information to be filled include the day, month and year of the making of the declaration concerned and the address of the place where it so happened.

Column 3:
Information to be entered include the relevant data establishing the identity of the acting person univocally, which the lawyer must establish under Art. 7(1) of Resolution; the acting person shall confirm the accuracy of the filled data by a signature made below it.

Column 4:
Information to be entered include the designation and registration numbers of documents, on the basis of which the lawyer has established the identity of the acting person under Art. 7(2) of Resolution; in accordance with Art. 18(1), the acting person shall confirm its consent with the fabrication of document’s photocopies by a signature made below the filled data.

Column 5:
Information to be entered include the actual data allowing for an unambiguous identification of the instrument as mentioned in Art. 13(2) of Resolution and the number of copies of instruments appended with the declaration according to Art. 13(3).

Column 6:
In this column, the lawyer shall enter her/his signature made in accordance with her/his specimen signature submitted to the Czech Bar Association pursuant to Art. 11(1) of Resolution.
