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Resolution of the Assembly
of 16 October 2009

 which amends the Resolution of the Assembly No. 5/1999 of the Official Journal of the Czech Bar Association, on the Social Fund of the Czech Bar Association as amended by later Professional Rules
The Assembly of the Czech Bar Association resolved pursuant to § 43 letter c) of Act No. 85/1996 Coll., on the Legal Profession, as amended (hereinafter referred to as the “Act”) as follows:

Article I

Amendment to the Resolution on the Social Fund of the Czech Bar Association

The Resolution of the Assembly No. 5/1999 of the Official Journal on the Social Fund of the Czech Bar Association, as amended by the Resolution of the Assembly No. 3/2002 of the Official Journal and the Resolution of the Assembly No. 7/2005 of the Official Journal is amended as follows:

1. In Article 5 para. 1 letter b) is deleted.

The hitherto letters c) to g) are marked as letters b) to f).
2. In Article 6 the letter a) is deleted.

The hitherto letters b) to d) are marked as letters a) to c).

3. In Article 6 letter b) the words “cultural and social and” are inserted after the words “for financing”.
4. In Article 7 para. 1 letter f) the words “cultural and social and” are inserted after the words “contribution to”.
5. Article 9 including the heading reads:
“Article 9

Social Contribution
(1) A one-off social contribution may be provided up to three times the basic rate of the minimum monthly wage set by legislation
a) to a lawyer or legal trainee who has blamelessly found himself in financial difficulty,

b) to the person who bore the costs of the funeral of a deceased lawyer or legal trainee.    

(2) A further one-off contribution of up to the amount stipulated in paragraph 1 may be provided to the survivors of a lawyer or legal trainee should this be necessary for overcoming or alleviating his financial difficulties caused by the death of the lawyer or legal trainee.

(3) Under paragraph 2 the survivors of the lawyer or legal trainee shall mean the husband (wife), a person living with the lawyer or legal trainee in registered partnership, a male partner (female partner) and children who were dependants of the lawyer or legal trainee.”.
6. In Article 10 para. 1 the words “level of contribution is CZK 150” are deleted and the words “the contribution is provided of a lump sum set by legislation as reimbursement of the lawyer’s expenses for national postage, local calls and transport1).” are appended at the end of the paragraph’s text.
Footnote no. 1 reads:

“1)   § 13 para. 3 of Decree No. 177/1996 Coll., on lawyers’ fees for providing legal services (lawyer’s tariff), as amended.”.
7. In § 10 para. 2 the words “in the amount of CZK 75” are replaced by the words “for actually and purposefully expended and proven costs, however at least to the level stipulated in paragraph 1”.
8. Article 11 paragraph 3 reads:
“(3) The contribution is one-off and is provided up to the amount of CZK 250 for each client file closed and handed over in the manner stated in paragraph 2; when making a decision on awarding the contribution and its amount it is considered whether and how the successor met his obligations associated with the conclusion and handover of the file. The total amount of the paid contribution intended for the successor in each individual case under paragraphs 1 and 2 may not exceed CZK 50 000; this also applies if more than one successor was appointed by the Bar. If the number of client files taken over by the successor is more than 400, the total amount of the contribution may be increased as much as twofold. The contribution may be awarded and paid out only after the successor submits to the Bar a written report on closing all the relevant client files and handing them over under paragraph 2.”.

9. In the heading of Article 13 the words “cultural and social and” are inserted after the words “Contribution to”.

10. In Article 13 the words “cultural and social or” are inserted after the words “who are the organisers”.

11. In Article 17 para. 2 the words “under Article 6 letter d)” are replaced by the words “under Article 6 letter c)”.

12. Article 20 reads:

“Article 20

(1) in one calendar year the finances of the Fund may be used for the following  

     purposes
a)  in Article 6 letter b) up to the amount of CZK 2 000 000,

b) in Article 12 up to the amount of CZK 6 000 per one employee or former employee of the Bar and
c)  in Article 16 up to the amount of CZK 500 000.

(2) Should there be especially noteworthy reasons the Board of Directors may, after receiving a previous opinion from the Supervisory Council, increase the amounts stipulated in paragraph 1 for the relevant calendar year by a maximum of 50%.”.
