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RESOLUTION OF THE ASSEMBLY OF THE CZECH BAR ASSOCIATION
of 11 October 2013,

amending Resolution of the Assembly of the Czech Bar Association No. 5/1999 of the Official Journal of the Bar on the Social Fund of the Czech Bar Association in the wording of subsequent professional regulations
The Assembly of the Czech Bar Association has decided under § 43(e) of the Act No. 85/1996 Coll. on the Legal Profession, as subsequently amended by legal regulations (hereafter the “Act”) as follows:

Article I
Change of the Resolution of the Assembly No. 5/1999 of the Official Journal of the Bar
The resolution of the Assembly No. 5/1999 of the Official Journal of the Bar on the Social Fund of the Czech Bar Association, in the wording of the resolution of the Assembly No. 3/2002 of the Official Journal of the Bar, the resolution of the Assembly No. 7/2005 of the Official Journal of the Bar and the resolution of the Assembly No. 6/2009 of the Official Journal of the Bar is hereby amended as follows:

1. In Article 5, paragraph 1, letter b), the words “by the revenue” is replaced by the words “half of the revenue”.

2. In article 6, letter b), the words “including events organized by the regional centres of the Bar (article 27 or the Code of Organization)” are added at the end of the wording.

3. In article 9, the new paragraph 4 is added reading as follows:

“(4) Should there be reasons worth of a special regard, the Board of Directors may provide the contribution according to paragraphs 1 and 2 up to the tenfold of the basic rate of the minimum monthly wage stipulated by a legal regulation.”
4. In article 10, paragraph 1, the word “the double” is added after the words “in the amount of”.

5. In article 11, paragraphs 2 to 5 shall read:

“(2) The contribution shall be provided for compensation of costs incurred by a successor in connection with closing the clients’ files and their handover to clients or lawyers or other persons determined by clients, including the costs incurred in connection with archiving and shredding the files or in connection with acquisition and processing of background documents for settlement of clients’ receivables and payables for the purposes of insolvency or probate proceedings. 
(3) The contribution is a lump-sum contribution and it is provided up to the amount of CZK 350 per each client’s file closed and handed over in one of the manners stated in paragraph 2; when deciding on awarding the contribution and its amount, the regard shall be taken of the fact whether and how a successor complied with his obligations relating to closing and handing over the file. However, the total amount of the contribution paid to a determined successor according to paragraphs 1 and 2 may not exceed in individual cases CZK 100,000. Should the number of clients’ files closed by a successor exceed 300, the total amount of the contribution may be increased up to the double. 
(4) In justified cases, a successor may be provided a lump-sum contribution for payment of cash expenses incurred purposefully and provably by a successor in connection with closing the clients’ files or their handover to clients. 
(5) The contributions according to paragraphs 3 and 4 may be provided to a lawyer only after closure of all clients’ files in the manner stated in paragraph 2 and submission of a written report; however, a lawyer may ask the Bar for provision of an advance payment, should the circumstances of the case justify it.”
6. In article 14, paragraph 3, the words “; should there be reasons worth of special regard, the loan may be provided up to the fivefold of the stated amount on the basis of the decision of the Board of Directors” are added after the words “CZK 50,000”.
7. In article 20, paragraph 1, letter a), the amount of “CZK 2,000,000” is replaced by the amount of “CZK 3,500,000”.
Article II
Effectiveness
This resolution shall become effective on the 30th day of its promulgation in the Official Journal of the Bar. 
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
