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Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association
dated 14th June 2011,

 amending the Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association No. 4/2010 of the Journal, determining the visual appearance of the lawyer’s professional gown
The Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association has decided under § 17a, par. 2 and § 53, par. 1, letter h) of Act No. 85/1996 Coll. on the Legal Profession, in the wording of subsequent legal regulations as follows:

Article 1
Change of the Resolution No. 4/2010 of the Journal
1. Paragraph 3 is added to article 1 reading as follows:


„(3) The visual appearance of the gown is registered in the form of the industrial design owned by the Czech Bar Association (hereafter the “Bar”).
2. Article 2 shall read:

„Article 2
(1) Lawyers shall arrange for their gowns at their own costs
a) through one of the suppliers determined by the Bar on the basis of tender proceedings, or
b) individually.
(2)  Lawyers also arrange at their own costs that the visual appearance of the gown at the time of its use in the meaning of the law corresponds to the dignity of the legal profession”.

3. New Article 2a is added below Article 2, reading as follows:
„Article 2a

(3) Should a lawyer intend to arrange for the gown independently, he shall communicate such fact to the Bar in writing while stating the selected producer and the total number of gowns to be made by this selected producer. A lawyer shall be responsible for compliance of the thus made gown with the visual appearance of the gown specified in Annex No. 1 to this Resolution.
(4) The Bar shall grant its approval to the selected producer to use the registered industrial design on the basis of the licence agreement the specimen of which shall be published by the Bar on its websites and in the Bulletin of the Legal Profession. The licence agreement shall stipulate, among other things, the following in compliance with the registered industrial design:

a) number of gowns the selected producer is entitled to make,

b) amount of payment for use of the registered industrial design amounting to CZK 650 excluding the value added tax for making one gown,

c) type of material and colour of the gown and its parts,
d) authorization of the Bar to consider whether the gown made according to paragraphs 1 and 2 complies with prerequisites stipulated by the professional regulation”.
Article II
Effectiveness
This Resolution shall become effective on 1st September 2011.
