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Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association
of 9 November 2010,

  amending the Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association No. 9/1999 of the Official Journal which stipulates some particulars of  the lawyer’s documentation  kept when providing legal services and on record-keeping of authorised conversions, as subsequently amended 
The Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association has decided under Section 44 (4) b) and Section 53 (1) h) and i) of Act No. 85/1996 Coll. on the Legal Profession., as amended (hereinafter referred to as the “Act”), as follows:

Article I

Amendment of the Resolution No. 9/1999 of the Official Journal of the Bar
The resolution of the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association No. 9/1999 of the Official Journal of the Bar stipulates some particulars about the lawyer’s documentation kept when providing legal services and record-keeping of authorised conversions as amended by Resolution No. 7/2006 of the Journal and Resolution No. 1/2010 of the Official Journal, Article. 3b including footnote no. 4 reads:

“Article 3b
Record-keeping of Authorised Conversions
(1) The lawyer who makes an authorised conversion of documents (hereinafter referred to as “Conversion”) under the relevant legislation4), sends the Bar an overview of the conversions he/she has made in the calendar month by the 10th day of the following calendar month at the latest in electronic form via the electronic of the mail room of the Czech Bar Association  (epodatelna@cak.cz) with the guaranteed electronic signature or via the data box. The lawyer shall attach his/her name to the registration number under which he/she is entered in the Register of Lawyers. 
(2) The lawyer under paragraph 1 shall provide the overview in the scope stipulated by legislation4) for record-keeping of the conversions made in*.xls.
