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Resolution of the board of directors of                                               the czech bar association
dated 14th May 2010,

 amending the Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association No. 9/1999 of the Official Journal of the Bar which determines certain details of the documentation kept by lawyers in the course of providing legal services, in the wording of subsequent professional regulations
The Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association has decided under § 44, par. 4, letter b) and § 53, par. 1, letters h) and i) of Act No. 85/1996 Coll. on the Legal Profession, in the wording of subsequent legal regulations (hereafter the “Act”) as follows:

Article I
Amendment to the Resolution No. 9/1999 of the Official Journal of the Bar
The Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association No. 9/1999 of the Official Journal of the Bar which determines certain details of the documentation kept by lawyers in the course of providing legal services, in the wording of the Resolution No. 7/2006 of the Official Journal of the Bar, is hereby amended as follows:

1. The title of the Resolution shall read: “which determines certain details of the documentation of lawyers kept in the course of providing legal services and of keeping records of carried out conversions”. 
2. New Article 3b is included behind Article 3a which, including the footnote no. 4, shall read:

“Article 3b

Keeping Records of Carried Out Conversions
(1) The lawyer carrying out authorized conversion of documents (hereafter the “conversion”) according to a relevant legal regulation4) shall kept the records of carried out conversions made through the electronic application of the Czech Bar Association accessible in the manner enabling remote access. 
(2) The lawyer shall register in the electronic application according to paragraph 1 by using access data issued by the Czech Bar Association to the lawyer at his request. 
(3) The lawyer shall make an entry in the records of carried out conversions immediately after carrying out conversion.
