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RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE CZECH BAR ASSOCIATION
of 12 July 2010,

on Access to the Electronic Application of the System of Public Administration Contact Points
The Board of Directors of the Czech Bar Association has decided under Section 44 (4) b) and Section 53 (1) h) of the Legal Profession Act No. 85/1996 Coll., as amended (hereinafter referred to as the “Act”), as follows:

Article 1
Ensuring Access to the Electronic Application of the System of Public Administration Contact Points

(1) The Czech Bar Association (hereinafter referred to as the “Bar”) ensures for lawyers access to the electronic application of the system of public administration contact points (hereinafter referred to as the “Electronic Application”) for the purpose of performing the authorised conversion of documents according to the relevant legislation1) by the purchase of user licences from the subject authorised to provide access to the agenda of the Authorised Conversion of Documents via the Czech POINT System.

(2) The Bar shall allocate the user licence under paragraph 1 to the lawyer based on his written application. The Bar shall be authorised to charge the lawyer the reimbursement of costs which the Bar incurred in ensuring access to the electronic application.

(3) The reimbursement of costs under paragraph 2 shall be paid either in cash at the point specified by the Bar, or by direct debit to the Bar’s account.
Article 2
Effect
This resolution shall come into effect on the thirtieth day after it is announced in the Official Journal of the Czech Bar Association.
